The Mahoning County Chapter No. 50

of The Ohio Genealogical Society
By - Laws
Article I  - Name of Organization

The name of the organization shall be Mahoning County Chapter No. 50 of The Ohio Genealogical Society. Here after referred to in this document as the (Chapter(.

Article II - The purpose of this Chapter shall be:

Section 1.
To foster an interest in all of the people who contributed in any way in establishing and perpetuating the geographic area later known as Mahoning County and the State of Ohio.

Section 2.
To search for the reasons and forces behind the migration of the early settlers to this state.

Section 3.
To preserve and safeguard manuscripts, books, relics, and memoranda relating to the early settlers of Ohio.

Section 4.
To circulate literature relative to this purpose of the Chapter, to promote genealogical and historical research, to aid in the dissemination and preservation of family and local history.

Section 5.
All of the foregoing are solely for educational purposes and provided in Section 501 (C) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code 1954.

Section 6.
In the event of dissolution, funds of the Chapter and all genealogical records and books, shall become the property of The Ohio Genealogical Society. 

Article III - Membership:

Section 1. 
Any interested person or persons may become a member upon completion of an application form and payment of annual dues.

Section 2.
The amount of dues, and subsequent adjustments, shall be recommended by the Board of Directors and shall be approved by a majority vote of the Chapter members present at a regularly scheduled meeting.

Section 3.
A membership starts with the receipt of one, or more, year(s dues. If a member does not pay dues within 60 days after the amount is due, the person or persons may be dropped from the membership roster. All due consideration will be given to a member whose payment is late.

Section 4.
Individual Memberships shall be conferred upon an individual who meets the requirements for membership and who has paid their annual dues.

Section 5.
Joint Memberships shall be conferred upon two adults residing at the same address and who meet the requirements for membership and who have paid their annual dues. They shall receive a single subscription to the Chapter(s newsletter.
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Section 6.
Family Memberships shall be conferred on a family unit which includes an adult and all children under the age of eighteen residing at the same address and who have met the requirements for membership and who have paid their annual dues. They shall receive a single subscription to the Chapter(s newsletter. Persons under the age of eighteen, may not have the right to vote or hold office. 

Section 7.
Honorary Lifetime Memberships shall be bestowed upon a person, or persons, for exceptional service to the Chapter or to the theory and or practice of genealogy. An honorary lifetime membership shall be conferred after a majority vote of the members of the Board of Directors, followed by a majority vote at a regular meeting of the Chapter. Honorary lifetime members are entitled to all the privileges of individual members but are exempt from paying dues.

Article IV - Chapter Year

Section 1.
The chapter year and the fiscal year will coincide and will be from 1 July to 30 June.

Article V - Officers

Section 1.
The officers of the chapter shall be President, Vice President, Recording Secretary, Corresponding Secretary, Treasurer and Historian, and must be members in good standing of this chapter. 

Section 2.
At the regular meeting in April a nominating committee of three members shall be elected by the membership. This nominating committee may not contain a current officer if he or she is running for office, or someone who wishes to run for office. It shall be the duty of this committee to nominate a candidate for each office to be filled. Additional nominations may be made from the floor, at the May regular meeting, provided that the consent of the nominee was first obtained. If there are no nominations from the floor, the nominating ballot shall become the elective ballot. 

Section 3
The election of officers shall take place during the regular meeting held in May. They shall assume the duties of office following the June business meeting 

Section 4.
The election shall be by majority vote of the members present.

Section 5.
Each officer will hold office for one year, then may be elected to another term or another office. The offices of President and Vice President are limited to two consecutive one year terms. All other officers may be elected to as many one year terms as they wish. 

Article VI - Duties of the Officers.

Section 1.
The President shall preside at all business meetings. The President shall appoint all committees, except the nominating committee. The President shall present, at the annual meeting, a report of the work done during the previous year, and perform such other duties as may be required.

Section 2.
The Vice President, in the absence of the President, shall assume and perform the

duties of the President. The Vice President shall plan interesting and educational programs for monthly meetings. 

Section 3.
The Recording Secretary shall keep an accurate record of the business meetings. 

Section 4.
The Corresponding Secretary shall be in charge of all correspondence of the Chapter and notify media of our monthly meetings and special events.

Section 5.
The Treasurer shall receive all money as paid in accordance with Article VII, or otherwise constituted for the use of the Chapter. The Treasurer shall oversee all bank accounts and investments held by the Chapter. The Treasurer shall deposit all monies and pay all bills in a timely manner. The Treasurer shall balance all accounts each month and present a report to the membership present at the next monthly meeting. At the end of each fiscal year the Treasurer shall present a yearly report at the September meeting. The Treasurer shall prepare and present to the membership at the September meeting a yearly budget, which must be passed by a simple majority of those members present. An audit of the books may be called for at any time by a member.

Section 6. 
The Historian shall have the custody of all genealogical collections which the Chapter possesses.

Article VII - Committees 

Section 1.
Any committees deemed necessary by the Chapter President shall be appointed by the President. The heads of these committees shall serve on the Board of Directors of the Chapter. They must be a member in good standing.

Section 2.
The Publications Committee shall contain three members, one being the Treasurer, one being the Book Sales person, the third appointed by the President. The Book Sales person shall keep an accurate inventory of all merchandise and of all sales. The Book Sales person  shall present to the Treasurer a bill for all sales taxes owed the State of Ohio in accordance to its laws and regulations concerning sales taxes collected. 

Section 3.
Any other committee chairperson charged with handling funds on behalf of the Chapter shall keep an accurate accounting and report at the projects conclusion or submit a report at the annual business meeting for an ongoing project. A written report to the Treasurer is also acceptable. It will be made available for the membership’s perusal. 

Article VIII - Meetings

Section 1.
Regular meetings shall be held on the third Monday of each month, with the exception of July, August and December.

Section 2.
The regular meeting in May shall be known as the annual meeting and shall be for the purpose of electing officers and for any other business that may arise. 
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Section 3.
The last order of business of the June meeting shall be the installation of the newly elected officers, who shall assume their duties immediately after the close of the 

Business meeting. 


Article IX - Quorum

Section 1.
The members present at a regular meeting, shall constitute a quorum, after all the members have been notified of the coming meeting.

Section 2.
A Board of Directors meeting shall require a simple majority to constitute a quorum.  

Article X - Parliamentary Authority

(Roberts Rules of Order( (Revised) shall be the governing authority in parliamentary usage for meetings in matters not covered by these By-laws. 

Article XI - The Executive Committee 

Section 1.
The Executive Committee shall consist of the elected officers which are: President, Vice President, Recording Secretary, Corresponding Secretary, Treasurer, and Historian.

Section 2.
The Executive Committee shall have the power to act in the best interests of the membership and Chapter in case of an emergency.

Section 3. 
The President shall have the right to call a meeting of The Executive Committee, and shall preside over that meeting. 

Article XII - The Board of Directors

Section 1.
The Board of Directors shall consist of the elected officers, plus the various committee chair persons, the immediate past President, and any chapter member who is an elected Board Officer or Trustee of the Ohio Genealogical Society.

Section 2. 
The Board of Directors shall have jurisdiction over all matters relating to the management of the Chapter. 

Section 3.
The Board of Directors shall meet no less then once a year. Further meetings may  be called at the request of the President or upon request of any Chapter member.

Article XIII - Amendment to the By-laws

These By-laws may be amended at any regular business meeting of the Chapter by a two-third vote of the quorum present, and provided the proposed amendment has been submitted in writing at the previous regular business meeting. Unless otherwise provided prior to its adoption or in the motion to adopt, an amendment shall become effective upon adjournment of the meeting at which it is adopted.
